Terms of Reference for the Steering Committee for the  
Canada-Manitoba Memorandum of Understanding Respecting Lake Winnipeg and 

the Lake Winnipeg Basin  

1) The Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) Steering Committee will be responsible for: 

a) Overseeing the implementation of the Canada-Manitoba Memorandum of Understanding 
Respecting Lake Winnipeg and the Lake Winnipeg Basin;

b) Developing and implementing a joint work plan that identifies MOU deliverables and 
performance indicators. 

c) Designing, developing and overseeing the implementation of subsidiary arrangements 
under this MOU, and overseeing any activities under the subsidiary arrangements; 

d) Establishing and maintaining working relationships with other governmental and non-
governmental organizations with a mutual interest in Lake Winnipeg water quality and/or 
the ecological health of the Lake Winnipeg basin;   

e) Undertaking concerted efforts to meaningfully engage and include Indigenous 
governments, organizations, and communities, in the work of the Steering Committee 
including acknowledging Indigenous peoples’ interest in Lake Winnipeg water quality and 
the ecological health of the Lake Winnipeg basin;   

f) Management reviews will be undertaken within existing resources to assess the degree 
to which implementation of this MOU has been successful prior to the expiration of each 
term of five years;  

g) Meeting regularly, and keeping a record of meetings and deliberations that will be 
publically available once approved by co-chairs;  

h) Reporting to the respective Ministers; 

i) Creating committees and appointing membership as required to achieve the objectives of 
the MOU; and 

j) Carrying out such other related duties as the Ministers may request that are consistent 
with the intent and purpose of this MOU. 

2) The composition of the MOU Steering Committee: 

a) Membership of the Steering Committee will strive to consist of an equal number of federal 
and provincial representatives appointed by each of the federal and provincial 
governments.  Senior Representatives from Manitoba and Canada will co-chair the 
Steering Committee  

b) By joint agreement, Co-Chairs will appoint members to the Steering Committee and may 
consist of membership from provincial and federal departments responsible for the 
management of water, natural resources, environment, Indigenous Affairs, health, 
agriculture and government affairs, or others. 

c) Members of the Committee may recommend new members for consideration of 
appointment by the Co-Chairs of the Steering Committee.  

3) Secretariat: 

The Parties will share, on an equal basis, the Secretariat support required for the MOU 
Steering Committee, with no exchange of financial resources.

Mandat du Comité directeur du Protocole d’entente Canada-Manitoba portant sur 
le lac Winnipeg et le bassin du lac Winnipeg  

1) Le Comité directeur du Protocole d’entente (PE) est chargé de ce qui suit : 

a) Superviser la mise en œuvre du Protocole d’entente Canada-Manitoba portant sur le lac 
Winnipeg et le bassin du lac Winnipeg;  

b) Élaborer et mettre en œuvre un plan de travail conjoint qui comporte les livrables et les 
indicateurs de rendement du PE; 

c) Concevoir et élaborer des ententes auxiliaires et en superviser la mise en œuvre en vertu 
du PE, et superviser toute activité en vertu des ententes auxiliaires; 

d) Établir et maintenir des relations de travail avec d’autres organisations gouvernementales 
et non gouvernementales ayant un intérêt mutuel à l’égard de la qualité de l’eau du lac 
Winnipeg et/ou de la santé écologique du bassin du lac Winnipeg;  

e) Déployer des efforts concertés pour faire participer de façon significative les 
gouvernements, les organisations et les communautés autochtones aux travaux du 
Comité directeur, notamment en reconnaissant l’intérêt des peuples autochtones à 
l’égard de la qualité de l’eau du lac Winnipeg et de la santé écologique du bassin du lac 
Winnipeg;  

f) Effectuer les examens de gestion dans les limites des ressources existantes afin 
d’évaluer le degré de réussite de la mise en œuvre du PE avant l’expiration de chaque 
mandat de cinq ans;  

g) Se réunir régulièrement et faire un compte rendu des réunions et des délibérations qui 
sera accessible au public une fois approuvé par les coprésidents;  

h) Rendre compte aux ministres respectifs; 

i) Créer des comités et nommer des membres au besoin pour atteindre les objectifs du PE;  

j) S’acquitter de toute autre tâche connexe que les ministres peuvent demander et qui est 
conforme à l’intention et à l’objet du PE. 

2) Composition du Comité directeur du PE : 

a) Le Comité directeur s’efforcera d’être composé d’un nombre égal de représentants 
fédéraux et provinciaux nommés par chacun des gouvernements fédéral et provinciaux. 
De hauts représentants du Manitoba et du Canada coprésideront le Comité directeur.  

b) D’un commun accord, les coprésidents nommeront les membres du Comité directeur, qui 
peuvent être des membres des ministères provinciaux et fédéraux responsables de la 
gestion de l’eau, des ressources naturelles, de l’environnement, des affaires 
autochtones, de la santé, de l’agriculture, des affaires gouvernementales, ou autres. 

c) Les membres du Comité peuvent recommander de nouveaux membres en vue de leur 
nomination par les coprésidents du Comité directeur.  

3) Secrétariat : 

Les Parties partageront, sur une base égale, le soutien du Secrétariat requis pour le Comité 
directeur du PE, sans échange de ressources financières.
