Resolution No. 28 — Crime and Public Safety

WHEREAS violent crime is at an all-time high under this Provincial Government; and

WHEREAS a recent urban violent crime report found that people in Winnipeg were nearly three
times as likely to be robbed and twice as likely to be killed in a homicide under this failed Provincial

Government than in other major Canadian cities; and

WHEREAS there have been countless random machete attacks that have left victims with life-
altering injuries, including shattered bones, slashed tendons, and irreversible scarring; and

WHEREAS there has been 56 carjackings this year, individuals attending church, work, and the
grocery store have been unsuspecting victims; and

WHEREAS according to Statistics Canada, 30 per cent of all women aged 15 and older report
having been sexually assaulted at least once in their lifetime since their 15th birthday; and

WHEREAS according to the Canadian Federation of Independent Business’ latest report, over half
of Manitoba businesses have been impacted by community safety issues, including damaged property, theft,
and employee/customer safety concerns; and

WHEREAS the security rebate program only saw 2% of businesses receive a rebate, while 87% of
businesses were unable to even apply for the program; and

WHEREAS grocery and convenience stores have been forced to close their doors because of the
increased crime and vandalism under this Provincial Government; and

WHEREAS this Provincial Government has failed to keep dangerous criminals in jail and off the
streets, with no meaningful bail reform; and

WHEREAS Manitobans do not feel safe to walk around in their communities, attend their places
of worship, or enter their own schools and universities.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial
Government to take immediate action to address the urgent public safety concerns of Manitobans, reduce
violent crime, and make the streets of the province safer.
