Residency
definition changes

Manitoba will be implementing
hunting licence residency
definition changes starting
April 1, 2024, to align with the
angling residency definitions.

The new definitions will be:

“Manitoba resident” (formerly
“resident”) means a person
whose primary residence is in
Manitoba and who has lived in
Manitoba for at least six
consecutive months during the
12-month period immediately
before the person applies for a
licence or permit under this Act;
(« résident du Manitoba »)

“Canadian resident” (formerly “non-
resident”) means a person, other than
a Manitoba resident, who is:

(a) a Canadian citizen,

(b) a permanent resident within the
meaning of the Immigration and
Refugee Protection Act (Canada), or

(c) a person whose primary residence is
in Canada and who has lived in Canada
for at least six consecutive months
during the 12-month period
immediately before the person applies
for a licence or permit under this Act;
(« résident du Canada »)

“non-Canadian resident” (formerly
“foreign resident”) means a person
who is not a Manitoba resident or a
Canadian resident; (« non-résident du
Canada »)

Transitional period for licences
issued prior to April 1, 2024

e a person who holds a class or type
of resident licence issued under
the former Act is deemed to hold
the equivalent class or type of
Manitoba resident licence;

e a person who holds a class or type
of non-resident licence issued
under the former Act is deemed to
hold the equivalent class or type of
Canadian resident licence; and

e a person who holds a class or type
of foreign resident licence issued
under the former Act is deemed to
hold the equivalent class or type of
non-Canadian-resident licence.

- For big game and wild turkey you will need an
unused game tag* for an immediate purchase or allow for 10 business days delivery for a system
generated game tag.

*Hunters needing game tags can order them in advance from their online account or by calling
1-877-880-1203. These free generic game tags, come in a pack of five and are good for up to five years
unless linked to a licence. Please allow 10 business days for mail delivery.

2. In person at a Manitoba elicensing retailer or government seller. Elicensing retailers can be found by
visiting the Issuers link at www.manitobaelicensing.ca

- You will need to know your CID#. If you don't have an account ID you will need to create one.
- Payment can be made by credit card, debit card or cash at most locations.

- A game tag will be provided for each hunting license that requires a game tag when purchased at these
outlets. Your game tag is not valid until you write (in ink) your hunting licence number on your game tag.

3. Through the elicensing toll free phone line 1-877-880-1203.
- You will need to know your CID#.
- If you don’t have an account ID you will need to create one.

- Allow 10 business days for delivery of your licence and game tag.

It is important to always use your account. Do not create a second account.

For mail delivery of your licence order, please ensure your mailing address is correct. Manitoba Economic
Development, Investment, Trade and Natural Resources does not assume any responsibility for mail that is not
delivered on time or not received.

Please ensure you are purchasing the correct hunting licence as refunds will not be processed. Al sales are
final.

First time customers: An account will need to be created, no matter which method you use to purchase your
hunting licence. If you used option number 2 and 3, you will need to initialize your account when using the
website, under New Customer; Click on LOOK UP YOUR PROFILE to create a password.

You will be provided with a Customer Identification Number (CID#) to use for all your future licence purchases.
When obtaining a hunting licence, please ensure you select the correct residency.

Note: GHAs 13 and 18 fall bear season dates are August 15 to September 15. Fall bear hunters in GHA 18 are restricted to
designated routes. GHA 34A is an archery only season and is open for residents only. GHA 34B is an archery only season for
Manitoba residents, Canadian and non-Canadian residents. In GHA 17A, Designated Route restrictions will apply to fall black
bear hunters from September 18 to October 15. In GHA 21A, Hecla Island is closed to black bear hunting. GHAs 2, 30 and 34C
are Manitoba resident only season areas.

Note: Black bear hunters are exempt from wearing hunter orange during the spring season but are required to do so during the fall
season.

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BLACK BEAR HUNTING ZONES
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Black Bear Hunting

e Itisillegal to kill a cub (approximately 20.5 kg or 45 Ibs)
or a female bear with cubs.

* Hunting black bears is prohibited within:

- 100 metres of any man-made clearing surrounding any
garbage dump

- 300 metres of any garbage dump in a provincial park

® No person shall hunt, discharge a firearm, or possess a
loaded firearm within 300 metres of a development or
improvement in a provincial park unless it is exempt
(check with a Conservation Officer for individual parks).

¢ Baits must be clearly identified with the name and
address of the hunter, guide or outfitter.

e Baits may not be placed within:
- 200 metres of a road or dwelling

- 500 metres of a cottage subdivision or
a Crown land picnic site or campground

¢ Baits on Crown land may not exceed 100 kilograms
of meat and/or fish.

e Baits must not contain the head, hooves, hide, mammary
glands or internal organs of livestock.

e |In GHAs 23 and 23A:

- baits may not be placed until 14 days prior to the spring
season and 14 days prior to the fall season

- baiting equipment on Crown land must be removed from
the bait site within 5 days after the closure of both spring
and fall seasons

- baits may not be placed within 100 metres of Riding
Mountain National Park

e If you harvest a big game animal wearing an ear tag,
this animal may have been chemically immobilized using
veterinary drugs. Health Canada has recommended
guidelines for the consumption of meat from immobilized
animals. Please call the TIP Line at 1-800-782-0076 for
specific details and direction on what to do with your animal.

NOTE: It is illegal to possess bear gall bladders in Manitoba.

IT IS ILLEGAL TO HUNT GRIZZLY BEARS

Black bear hunters, please be advised that grizzly bears have been sighted in the northern regions of Manitoba,
in particular, GHA 1. Grizzly bears are protected and cannot be killed or possessed. It is your responsibility

to be able to differentiate between the two species. Primary differences:

WILD TURKEY HUNTING SEASONS AND BAG LIMITS

Licences

Effective April 1, 2024, wild turkey hunting licence fees are
as follows:

Manitoba resident Wild Turkey ........cccoooieiiiiiiennn. $32.75
Manitoba resident (youth) Wild Turkey.........c.c.cc....... $14.75

Fees are subject to change. For more information on
licence fees, visit www.manitobaelicensing.ca

Note: The wild turkey licence is valid in both spring and fall
seasons. Only one wild turkey may be harvested per year.

It is illegal to purchase more than one wild turkey licence
in the same hunting year.

Game Tags

Hunters are able to order game tags by going to
www.manitobaelicensing.ca. It is recommended hunters
order a pack of game tags well before the season they wish
to hunt starts. The game tag must be electronically linked
to your licence and you will be required to write the licence
number and species in the appropriate boxes on the game
tag before you begin hunting.

Note:* Both Manitoba resident and Manitoba resident (youth) Wild Turkey Licences are valid in both spring and fall seasons. Only
one wild turkey may be taken for the year.
Note:** A youth who purchases a Manitoba resident (youth) Wild Turkey Licence cannot purchase a Regular Wild Turkey Licence.

SPRING CONSERVATION GOOSE
HUNTING SEASONS AND BAG LIMITS

The giant Canada goose population in southern Manitoba has been growing
substantially since 1990. The breeding population was estimated at a peak of
234,600 in 2019, the highest recorded since 1955. Environment and Climate
Change Canada declared the breeding population of Canada geese in
southern Manitoba (GBHZ 3 & 4) as overabundant. This declaration has
enabled Manitoba to implement a Spring Conservation Canada Goose
Season. Hunting is considered the most efficient means to reduce the
population size of an overabundant population.

To participate in these seasons, hunters require the previous year's
(2023) Canada Migratory Game Bird Hunting Permit and Wildlife
Habitat Conservation Stamp licences which are available online at
www.permits-permits.ec.gc.ca and a Manitoba no charge 2024
Spring Conservation Goose Licence also available online at
www.manitobaelicensing.ca.
